MEMBER SPOTLIGHT: 2010 Celebrat ion of  the Hand Hygiene Day  
 
This yearôs celebration of Hand Hygiene Day, held by the Egyptian Society of Infection Control (ESIC), marked the 
first activity of the newly born Egyptian Patient Safety Association (EPSA). Also represented were WHO, the Egyptian 
Medical Syndicate, Arab Medical Union, and the Egyptian Ministry of Health and Population. 
  
This yearôs event was an even bigger one than last yearôs. The attendees included multiple disciplines; infection con-
trol practitioners, nurses, and technicians from all over Egypt were represented. 
 
The day started off with an introduction to the Egyptian celebration of the global event, given by Prof. Maha Fathy, 
ESICôs coordinator. Prof. Ossama Rasslan, President of ESIC, presented a plenary lecture, stressing the challenges 
to patient safety and hand hygiene as the first global patient safety challenge. Dr. Marwa Shaaban and Prof. Maha 
Fathy then provided highlights of the WHO hand hygiene improvement tools. This was followed by a recounting of 
success stories, both national and international.  
 
The proceedings included an interactive workshop, óShare your knowledge and practiceô, which was a chance for 
multi-disciplinary individuals to share their personal experience.  
 
A quiz was conducted throughout the day and the winners were awarded valuable prizes. A mini-exhibition was also 
held by various companies in the field of hand hygiene products. 
 
The event extended from 10:00 a.m. till 6:30 p.m. It was a fruitful, scientifically rich, fun day aboard the luxury ship Al-
